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There is strong evidence that conflict between parents – whether together or separated – can have a significant negative impact on children’s mental health and long-term life chances. Not all conflict is damaging, but where this is frequent, intense and poorly resolved it can harm children’s outcomes. The Reducing Parental Conflict (RPC) programme is aimed at conflict below the threshold of domestic abuse.
Module 1 Understanding Parental Conflict and its impact on child outcomes
Target audience:  front-line practitioners, senior leaders, and service designers or commissioners who play a part in reducing parental conflict
Aim: Raise awareness of the impact of parental conflict on child development and outcomes.  
Module 2 Recognising and supporting parents in parental conflict
Target Audience:  those working with parents continuously, who can influence the reduction in parental conflict
Aim: To raise awareness and explore how to recognise the signs of parental conflict at the early stages, highlighting how to support parents in finding constructive outcomes. 
Module 3 Working with parents in parental conflict
Target Audience: Those who manage front-line practitioners with close relationships with parents. To support those who can influence the reduction in parental conflict
Aim: To explore how to discuss parental conflict with parents. It focuses on the skills of handling conversations with parents in conflict using tools and techniques to enable parents to resolve destructive conflict with positive outcomes. 
Module 4 Parental Conflict: The role of supervisors and managers
Target Audience:  Those who manage front line practitioners attending any of the modules.
Aim: To focus on the skills needed to support frontline practitioners to engage with parents in addressing conflict with a view to improving outcomes for children.  To empower managers to practically support their team members to develop and subsequently apply their learning.
